Certificate notes

1. Correct use of the published ratings

Multiply the elapsed time by the TCC to obtain corrected time.

The TCC is calculated for the declared sail plan, which may or may not include a downwind headsail.
For boats without a downwind headsail the words "(no downwind H/S)" appear after the TCC.

Boats with a full sailplan also have a "TCC 2" which excludes all downwind headsails. Strictly this is for
use only when racing in a class specifically for boats without downwind headsails..

If boats with and without downwind headsails race together, the boats without downwind sails will have
an advantage on upwind legs, and a disadvantage off the wind.

2. Data quality

The fairest ratings will result from accurate measurement; ratings calculated using a significant
amount of estimated and published data are far more likely to be out of line with expectations than
those using measured and sister ship data. Owners must notify the rating office of any changes or
errors in the rating data.

3. Applicability
